BOARD OF SELECTPERSONS MINUTES

Public Hearing for Liquor License and Special Amusement Permit for Freedom Cafe and Pub

Mrs. Powers called to order the Public Hearing at 7:00 pm. Mr. Goodine read a letter into record from Daryl Murray the new owner of Freedom Café.  The letter stated they had applied for a liquor license with the State of Maine for beer, wine and alcohol.  They would like to be able to serve drinks and food on the back lawn facing Long Lake.  There were no known infractions filed with the Police Department or the State Liquor Bureau.  Mrs. Thompson made a motion to adjourn the Public Hearing at 7:03 pm.  Mr. Caron seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Mrs. Powers called to order the Public Hearing at 7:04 pm.   Steve was present from the Tiki Bar & Grill. Mrs. Powers called to order the Public Hearing at 7:06 pm.   Mr. Goodine said there were no known infractions filled with the Police Department or the State Liquor Bureau.  Mrs. Thompson made a motion to adjourn the Public Hearing at 7:07 pm.  Mr. Caron seconded the motion.   All were in favor.
BOARD OF SELECTPERSONS AGENDA

Mrs. Powers called the Board of Selectpersons meeting to order at 7:08 pm.  Also present were Mrs. Karen Thompson,  Mr. Bob Caron Sr., Rick Paraschak and Town Manager Derik Goodine. 

Mr. Caron made a motion to approve Liquor Licenses for Freedom Café, Tiki Bar & Grill and Inn at Long Lake.  Mrs. Thompson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Review and approve the minutes of  May 21, 2007; June 4, 2007;  July 30, 2007;  August 27, 2007; September 10, 2007; Special Meeting January 7, 2008;  January 28, 2008; and Special Meeting February 6, 2008; and February 11, 2008; April 21, 2008; May 5, 2008; and May 12, 2008.  Tabled.

Public Participation None
New Business

A. Non-Commercial Marinas – Mr. Goodine said he had asked the Ordinance Review Committee to address Marinas at the next Ordinance meeting.  The ORC states they cannot make any changes to that Ordinance because there is really no section that addresses non-commercial marinas. Maggie Kranin asked if a property owner rents their unit would they be permitted to rent out there dock space.  Mr. Goodine said not the way the current ordinance is written but will have the ORC review this.  Arnold Cohen from Windsor Green would like to know the time frame and procedure as this has been ongoing for a couple of years now. Mr. Goodine said the ORC meets 2 times a month he will check on their agendas but knows they are working on 4-6 other issues at this time and feels this will go to a special town meeting.  Mr. Paraschak said he doesn’t see this to be a quick process.  He thinks at least 6 months as ORC will need to research this and they have a lot on their plate right now.  The next regular scheduled meeting is in November.  Mr. Cohen said he was frustrated.  Mr. Paraschak made a motion to have the ORC work on a non-commercial marina section, BOA right to appeal harbor master decision and a watercraft provision.  He would also like to see a list of priorities of the ORC.  Mr. Caron seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

B.  Blues Festival and permission for outdoor entertainment exception – Mike McClellan Blues Fest Committee asked for a special exception to the Ordinance for the Blues Fest.  The request was to allow outdoor entertainment after 9:00 pm. Mr. McClellan said this is the third year and the event is bigger than ever.  13 venues, 52 bands, 54 sponsors.  A National blues magazine had an editorial on best blues festivals in country and made mention of Naples Maine being up and coming.  Mrs. Powers felt 11:00 pm was a good time to end the outdoor entertainment on Saturday.  Mr. Paraschak felt it was certainly not an unreasonable request to have the entertainment go to 12:00 am.  Mrs. Powers agreed this event is a great thing for our community and felt if the Board agreed she would agree to 11:00 on Friday and 12:00 on Saturday.  Mr. Paraschak made a motion to have music end at 11:00 on Friday and 12:00 on Saturday.  Mr. Caron seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
c.
 Dredging of the Chute River – Mr. Goodine read a letter into the record from the Army Corps of Engineers Director.  The letter outlined the channel dimensions of the river and suggested Naples hire a private consultant as the Army Corps stated the Chute River doesn’t meet their threshold.  It also gave the historical significance of the river.  The Board suggested reading the material at home and tabling this item until they read the material and Mr. Watson was in attendance. 

D.  Save Sebago Cover usage of town lot –Town does not own lot!!!  Mr. Goodine explained when he went to located the lot and through research of records, he and Judy Whynot found the Town doesn’t own the lot.
Old Business

A. Causeway Bridge – Mr. Goodine said there is a straw vote tomorrow night. A few members of the public audience were in favor of a fixed span bridge while others would like to see the historical aspect of Naples and bridge preserved.   Board tabled the item until after the vote.

B. Muddy River Moorings – Mr. Goodine received a call from the President of the Association at Muddy River who received Harbor Master’s preliminary letter of decision.  Mrs. Powers said Raina; the Harbor Master for Naples is bringing this into compliance and has been communicating with the Board.  The Board did not need to make a motion on the preliminary letter since it’s the responsibility of the Harbor Master to bring the Muddy River Moorings into compliance. The Vice President of the Muddy River Association was present and stated he thought the Board should have more involvement with the Harbor Master’s decision because they have been waiting for over a year for a decision. The Board said they would stand behind the Harbor Master decision in bringing the Muddy River Moorings into compliance.  The item was tabled.
