Tuesday, April 15th, 2008 – 7:00 pm

Municipal Offices Building

Jim Allen called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Also present were Kathy Sweet, Florence Mayberry, Mark Clement, Rick Seeley and Barbara McDonough.

First order of business was final approval of Subdivision Amendment for property located on Lamb’s Mill Road and shown on Naples Tax Map R2, Lot 57A submitted by Linda McCauley.  Postponed until May 6th, 2008.

The next order of business was sketch plan review of a major subdivision for property located on Chaplin Mills Road and Walter Hill Road and shown on Naples Tax Map R02, Lot 47 submitted by Justin Gibbons, Hilltop Development, Inc.  Ron Keniston and Justin Gibbons were both present and representing Hilltop Development.  Mr. Keniston said they would like to develop a total of 13 lots. Mr. Keniston stated they received Rick Seeley’s memo and felt confident they had meet all of Mr. Seeley’s suggestions.  Mr. Keniston presented the Board with new plans that contained current revisions.  Mr. Keniston said there is no wetland within 1000 feet of the property.  Mr. Seeley asked what is the source that indicates no wetlands.  Mr. Keniston said they conducted site walks last fall and there is clearly no wetlands.  Mr. Seeley indicated he wanted to see 5-foot contours shown on the plan, which was shown on new plans.  Mr. Keniston said there are no direct abutting subdivisions in Naples or Bridgton.  They have met the minimum lot size requirement, which is 40,000 square feet, with building envelopes that would allow for 20-foot setbacks and 100 foot of road frontage. Mr. Keniston said the road width on Cessna Way has a 50-foot right of way.  The road width on Walter Hill and Chaplin Mill is 49.5 feet.  Mr. Keniston said soil reports are in the packet previously submitted to the Board with ½ acre delineation.  Mr. Keniston said Mr. Seeley’s request of 1/8 soil test is not necessary in this area and in his professional opinion as there are only 2 types of soil involved at the site ½ acre soils test should be sufficient.  

Mr. Seeley suggested they ask for a waiver of 1/8-acre soil test to the standard ½ acre test.  Mrs. Mayberry made a motion to grant the waiver.  Mr. Allen seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  

Mr. Keniston asked for a waiver of sidewalk requirement on Cessna way.  Mr. Allen asked how many lots would road serve.  Mr. Keniston said eventually the road would serve lots 14, 4, 3, 5, with a right of way to lots 6 and 7.  Mr. Allen made a motion to grant the wavier for no sidewalks on Cessna Way. Mrs. Mayberry seconded.  All were in favor.  Mr. Keniston stated he added true north to the map.  Mr. Keniston said 24-inch culverts would be used and they would consult with the road commissioner.  He said some markers are in place but they would put up the rest of the markers and ribbons up to indicate lot lines.  Mr. Gibbons said he had a conversation with the Fire Chief and would have a letter by the next meeting. He said he would be making a donation to the fire department.  Mr. Keniston said they are definitely out of the 100-year flood zone.  He said the forest cut had been cut over at some point, as a logging company owned it.  Mr. Allen asked what the land looked like now.  Mr. Gibbons said it was very tastefully done and there was a nice mix of soft and hard wood but mostly hardwood.  Mr. Allen stated Phosphorus Calculations would need to done by the Cumberland County Soil and Water Conservation as submitted before Preliminary would be granted.  

The board asked for the following list of items before Preliminarily Approval would be granted. 

1. Site Walk to be conducted on May 6th, 2008 at 5:00

2. Fire Chief letter, indicating a 20-foot right of way and hammerhead to be installed on Cessna Way.

3. Copy of Bylaws and Deed Documents (already provided to the board and in the planning board file)

4. Determination of open space fee or $500 per lot.  Mr. Gibbons opted for $500 per lot fee.

5. Conference with the Road Commission clarification for culverts and ditching.

6. Calculations for stormwater runoff.

7. 3rd party inspector.

There was no other business as appropriate.  Mrs. Mayberry made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:02.  Mrs. Sweet seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
