PUBLIC HEARING ON LIQUOR LICENSES FOR BLACK BEAR CAFÉ

Mr. Watson called the public hearing to order.
Also present were Rick Paraschak, Karen Thompson and Town Manager Derik Goodine.  Mr. Goodine said he had not heard there were any infractions against the Black Bear Café.  Mr. Watson asked if anyone was present from the Black Bear Café.  A member of the public audience said he was representing the Black Bear Café and that this was the 4th year in a row they had come before the Board to renew their license.  Mr. Paraschak asked if everything was the same this year on the application.  The member of the public audience replied it was.  Mr. Paraschak made a motion to adjourn.  Mrs. Thomspon seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
PULBIC HEARING ON SPECIAL AMUSEMENT PERMIT FOR ROMAN’S PIZZERIA

Mr. Watson called the public hearing to order.  Also present were Rick Paraschak, Karen Thompson and Town Manager Derik Goodine.  Mr. Goodine said he had not heard any complaints about Romans Special Amusement Permit from last year and that the standard is the same with all establishments; outdoor music must end by 9:00 pm. Mr. Paraschak asked if that was what Romans was asking for.  Mr. Goodine said they requested acoustic music inside and outside on the patio.  Mr. Watson said as long as the outdoor entertainment ends by 9:00 pm.  Mr. Paraschak made a motion to adjourn the public hearing.  Mrs. Thompson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

BOARD OF SELECTPERSONS MEETING

Mr. Watson called the meeting to order.  

Also present were Rick Paraschak, Karen Thompson and Town Manager Derik Goodine.  

Mr. Paraschak made a motion to approve the liquor license for Black Bear Café. Mrs. Thompson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Mr. Paraschak made a motion to approve the Special Amusement Permit Application for Roman’s Pizzeria with the condition that the music must end by 9:00 pm outside consistent with other establishments.  Mrs. Thompson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Public Participation:  None

Consent Items

A. American Legion Game of Chance License Form - Mr. Goodine said Dave Gerrish was in the public audience.  Mr. Goodine read a form into the record from the Naples/Casco American Legion # 155 asking the Board to grant permission to the Legion to hold games of chance for the 2007-2008 seasons.   Mr. Gerrish said they wanted to submit the application tonight for signature and have the games of Chance on Sunday afternoon.  He said he gave the Board two applications because of the recent election, one form was blank because he did not know who would be on the Board, and the other one had the current Board Members names.  Mr. Paraschak said he did not have any problem with the games of chance as long as it was legal.  He said Texas Hold ‘em may have to be tweaked a little since this was something new, but there was no harm in trying.  Mr. Paraschak said the Fire Department had looked into Texas Hold ‘em too but there was something that had to do with hosting it in a public building that did not allow them to hold the game.  Mrs. Thompson made a motion to allow the Legion to run Bingo and sealed tickets like they have done in the past.  Mr. Watson seconded the motion.  Mr. Paraschak made a motion to allow the Legion to apply to the State for their Texas Hold ‘em tournament in Naples but that it is continent on the State passing the law.  Mrs. Thompson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
Other Business as Appropriate

A. Mr. Goodine said residents near Weeman Road would like to rename Weeman Road to Accomac Road because the sign keeps getting stolen but the Town already had an Accomac South and Accomac North, which was already stretching the E911 rules. Mr. Paraschak said he remembered a lot of people getting upset over previously changed road names but he did not have a problem with it if it was legal.  Mr. Goodine said he was looking into it and had been given a petition with eight names on it but Barbara, the Addressing Officer said all residents of the road must agree on the new name and she would call the State to research this further.   

B. Mr. Goodine said he had received complaint letters that were given to Mrs. Thompson from a few residents of Naples about the Blues Festival running late.  Mrs. Thompson said the complaints were mainly from the late night venue near or at the Marina.  Mr. Goodine said it was because the stage was high in the air.  Mr. Paraschak said events like this benefited our Town and this sounds like an overreaction and that it was the only complaint he had heard of.  Mrs. Thompson said the people who sent the letters only wanted to be heard.  Mr. Goodine said he would make note of this for next year to see if something could be done to keep the noise level down outside.

C. A member of the Public Audience asked the status of the Legion survey so they would know when to expect a closing date.  Mr. Goodine said he was working on the financial end of things right now and asked the man to please call the office and he would call him back.  Mr. Goodine said he would have Barbara call Ron Keniston again and see where he is at on the survey, which should have been done by now.

Payroll and Payables – Selectboard reviewed and signed the payrolls and payables.

Mrs. Thompson made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Watson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:32 pm.
