PLANNING BOARD

MINUTES

Tuesday, May 28, 2013 – 7:00 pm

Municipal Offices Building
Vice Chairman Kevin Rogers called the meeting to order.  Also present were John Thompson, Mark Clement, Kathy Sweet and Barbara Adlard.

First order of business:  New board member Barbara Adlard is to become active after she has been sworn in.  The board members and the code enforcement officer welcomed her.

The next order of business: public hearing to vacate the property of Serenity View Estates which was approved in 2010 by the Planning Board and recorded in the Cumberland County Registry of deeds in Plan Book 210, Page 258.   Peter Gilman explained to the board that he has needed this abandonment for some time.  Code Enforcement Officer Renee Carter told the board that she will make up the form and have it signed and sent to the owner.  Kevin Rogers made a motion to vote Kathy Sweet in as voting member.  John Thompson seconded.  Approved.  John Thompson made a motion to allow the abandonment.  Mark Clement seconded.  Approved.  

The second order of business: final approval for a minor subdivision located on Wiggin Road and shown on Naples Tax Map U16, Lot 44, submitted by Doug Bohannon.  Renee Carter informed the board that the applicant is not ready for this meeting and may not be ready for the next upcoming meeting.  The board will review the matter in mid-June.

The third order of business:  a public hearing on an application for a minor site plan review located at 705 Roosevelt Trail, Map U02, Lot 8 for a change of use from an apartment to retail space and small coffee shop.  Nadine Orlando of Casco requested a change of use for a two apartment building which she plans to turn one of the units into a gift/antique shop.  She said that she might enter a second phase of planning for agricultural use in order to serve simple drinks and soups.  Carter stated that wrapped food would fall under agricultural use, but serving hot food would not.  The board discussed signage.  It was determined that she could mount a sign among others already present on sign posts, and that she could place a sign on her building.  Orlando presented the board with photos of signs she had used for her previous business; members agreed that they looked professional.  They suggested downward lighting if signage would be placed on the building in order to avoid lighting the apartment above.  John Thompson questioned the second phase.  Orlando explained an outside space for picnic tables where crafts may be displayed.  The board brought up septic capacity and it was determined that if the original plan for simple fare is followed, the present septic system is acceptable.  It was noted that sit-down meals would require a change in capacity.  The area is zoned for business/retail.  The proprietor stated that she has been in the restaurant business for many years and is accustomed to state regulations and licensing.  The board pointed out that Orlando's phase II would involve dealing with the state.  Mark Clement made a motion to approve both phases, with the second phase contingent upon state approvals and other boards and agencies accepting the plan.  John Thompson seconded.  Unanimously approved.

The fourth order of business: an application for Outdoor Entertainment Permit for Maine Blues Festival submitted by Maine Blues Festival.  Michael Bray shared his plans for the 8th Annual Blues Festival with the board.  He presented the festival itinerary which included

non-profit food vendors on the town green, outside music that will finish performing by 9PM, a beer garden among other venues.  He stated that all alcoholic beverages will be served on liquor licensed premises and that no one will be allowed to walk outside with such a beverage.  They are bringing in an additional fifteen porta-potties and will provide security by Show Dogs, who have been in business providing crowd control for 25 years.    There will be additional parking at Naples Fire House and between Bray's Brew Pub and Moose Landing.  He plans to reduce traffic impact by employing a shuttle service and extra taxis.  He said that patrons will be able to leave their cars home.  There will be extra trash cans which will be emptied regularly and a clean-up crew is in place.  Bray stated that in response to a town ordinance requiring security, he hired the security dog company.  John Thompson made a motion to approve the application.  Kevin Rogers seconded.  Unanimously approved.

Other Business:  Renee Carter thanked Kathy Sweet for her many years of service to the Planning Board.  She is stepping down from having been a regular member.  The board considered appointing her as an alternative.  

Kevin Rogers made a motion to adjourn.  Mark Clement seconded.  Meeting adjourned.
