PLANNING BOARD

MINUTES

Tuesday, October 29th, 2013 – 7:00 pm

Municipal Offices Building

Chairman Larry Anton called the meeting to order. Also present were Barbara Adlard, Kevin Rogers, Jim Allen, John Thompson, Code Enforcement Officer Renee Carter, and Recording Secretary Kate Matthews.

First order of business: Approve minutes for July 23rd, 2013. Anton realized that Kathy Sweet could not have been considered as an alternate, due to the fact that there can only be two alternate persons on the board at one time. Renee’ Carter agreed to make a correction to the minutes. John Thompson motioned to approve minutes with the correction, and Barbara Adlard seconded. All were in favor.

The minutes for August 6th, 2013 also needed to be approved. Thompson motioned to approve minutes, Larry Anton seconded the motion.

New Business: An application for minor site plan review located at 665 Roosevelt Trail, Map U02, Lot 22-A for Rite Aid Corporation for a revision to place a 8’ x 40’ storage container utilizing 5 existing parking slots. A representative for Rite Aid stated that the space is rarely used by customers and only regularly utilized by summer-time employees. John Thompson was concerned there may not be enough parking spaces for those employees once the storage containers are put there permanently. Rite Aid’s representative assured him that there was more spaces available to use in front of Rite Aid’s building (on the Roosevelt Trail side) or it was also a possibility that employees could share the space with Tony’s Foodland employees, behind that building. Jim Allen made a motion to accept the request as presented. All were in favor.

Next on the agenda was an application to vacate the approval of River Run Farms which was approved back in 2008 by the Planning Board and recorded in the Cumberland County Registry of deeds in Plan Book 208, Page 109. All members of the Board were unanimously in favor.

The next order of business was to review a sketch of a lot split from a minor subdivision located at 450 Songo School Road and shown on Naples Tax Map U17, Lot 24A, submitted by Lynn and Michael Fusco. Renee’ Carter stated that under Title 30-A Section 4401 # 7, an outstanding River Segment would include the Crooked River. MMA and the town attorney advised that any new lot in a subdivision would have to meet the criteria of section 30-A 4404. Lynn Fusco wanted to know if she only had to take into consideration the water frontage on her lot, and not consider the frontage on the abutting lot, because the river does hook behind her lot. Larry Anton said yes, you did need to take into account all surrounding water. Lynn then stated that the Crooked River was incorrectly depicted on our town maps, in reference to her lot. Anton stated that the first thing needed was an accurate plan to include the river, property and flood plain. Lynn Fusco then said that she had been advised that she was correct by her surveyor and a number of others on the issue of following the 500’ subdivision rule. It was decided that Renee’ would need to contact DEP, and the board would need a decision in writing. Jim Allen motioned to table the item for the time being. John Thompson seconded the motion.

The next order of business was to review a sketch of a lot split for a minor subdivision located at 34 Wiley Road and shown on Naples Tax Map R11, Lot 11, submitted by Carol and Dean Wiley. Since the property was left in the family estate and pieces were sold, it has caused the property to be classified as a minor subdivision. Larry Anton made a motion to table the item, as George Wiley the owner of the property needs to fill out an application, and once that is settled there will be a public hearing when he is able to come in person.

Two representatives attended the meeting for Family Dollar, Mac Simpson and Doug Murray. Jim Allen asked if there were any plans for secondary roads, connecting the new building’s lot to the neighboring lot for Aubuchon Hardware. Simpson stated he was concerned about the cost of construction for the added connected parking lot, and was concerned if it would be a cost Aubuchon Hardware would consider. Larry Anton stated he would like it to be an option Family Dollar would explore. Kevin Rogers said Family Dollar should contact DOT to see if they would suggest a turning lane for the new traffic the business would bring in. Rogers also let them know that he would like to see the building represent Naples, and not just Family Dollar. Simpson showed a rough plan for the store, which would have a ‘New England look’ with clapboard siding. There was a long discussion regarding signage and what would be allowable. Ultimately that would be up to Renee’ Carter to enforce, once the company completes an application for the signage. Jim Allen summarized that the next time Family Dollar goes before the Board, they would need more information on lighting, secondary internal access roads, and aesthetics. Rogers added in that the company should contact DOT as well. Allen motioned to table item, Barbara Adlard seconded. The Board was unanimously in favor.

Other new business: A sketch plan for site review for Dunkin’ Donuts located at 377 Roosevelt Trail, Map U04, Lot 3 for a drive –thru restaurant. Owens McCullough was at the meeting to represent the owner, who will be attending the next meeting. There is already a purchase agreement on the site, and they will be using the same leach field that was designed by George Sawyer in 2000. They are planning on using the same area for the restaurant that is being currently untilized, only the plans will tear down the previous building and place the new one at a 90° angle from where the current building is. Dunkin’ Donuts is planning on setting up the lot where the drive-thru queue is wrapped around both the parking spaces and the building so that they could optimize space, as about 70% of their total business is via drive-thru. McCullough also stated that they are in the process of filling a DOT Traffic Movement Permit and is hoping to have more information on that at the next meeting. The plan shows an exterior patio for the summer season and a gravel area so that there will be room for people with boats and trailers. Jim Allen wanted to know if the snowmobile trail that is located on the lot would still be accessible during the winter months. Owens said he would bring it up to the owner, and thought it would be a good idea to bring in more customers. The idea of an internal access road connecting Dunkin’ Donuts to the driveway for the future Family Dollar was also brought up. McCullough was concerned about the process with DOT. Anton stated he would like the building to have a ‘New England look’. 

The final business of the evening was to decide Lake Sebago Estates Association’s proposal to place a permit access ramp for the Association as submitted to DEP. No one was there from the Association, but Carter had met with DEP on site to review the plan. The proposal was to use precast blocks, so there would be no more erosion issues. Kevin Rogers made a motion to approve ramp once DEP approves it first. Larry Anton seconded the motion. The Board was unanimous.

John Thompson made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:45 pm. Larry Anton seconded the motion. All were in favor.
