PLANNING BOARD MINUTES

Tuesday, September 2, 2008

Jim Allen called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Also present were Kevin Rogers, Mark Clement, Kathy Sweet, John Thompson, Code Enforcement Officer Boni Rickett and Secretary Barbara McDonough.

The first order of business was an application for minor site plan review for property located at 11 October Road and shown on Naples Tax Map U36, Lot 9 submitted by Cindy & Russ Rusakovich. Mr. & Mrs. Rusakovich were present and stated they were in a position to sign a lease at the Naples Business Park to start their automotive body shop but they were a bit unsure of why they were seeking approval if approval had previously been granted.  Mr. Allen explained to them that at time of original approval the space use was to be determined with each applicant on a case-by-case scenario.  Mr. Thompson asked if the fumes would be vented outside.  They said yes.  Mr. Thompson asked how they would store flammable chemicals.  Mr. Rusakovich said there would not be much there but they would be stored in a fireproof cabinet.  Mr. Thompson asked if they had spoken to the Fire Chief. They said they had not but thought the original owner would have had that taken care of.  Mr. Rogers asked if there were any State standards for this type of operation.  Mrs. Rusakovich said she looked online and did not see any state standard guidelines.  Mr. Rogers recommended again asking the Fire Chief opinion.  Mr. Rogers asked how many cars would be there at any given time and what type of runoff may be created.  They Rusakovich showed the Board a mock up parking plan and said the runoff would be no more than washing a car in your own yard, they would not be washing the engine just the outside of the vehicle.  They said maybe a couple of cars would be there at any given time.  The Board thought an industrial type of park would be a perfect fit for Naples since we had nothing like this in town.  Mr. Rogers went through the minor site plan review checklist.  The Rusakovich’s were asked to provide the Board with the following items at the next meeting:

1. Is state approval needed to operate an automotive body shop? Written documentation either way.

2. Information on ventilation design that must be approved by Fire Chief.

3. Parking design and drainage.

4. Fire Chief recommendation letter.

5. What type of chemical and hazardous material storage will be used?

Mr. Allen made a motion to grant preliminary approval if the above conditions can be met.  Mr. Rogers seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  

The next item on the agenda was an application for a modification to a previously approved subdivision plan shown on Naples Tax Map R02, Lot 47 submitted by Justin Gibbons.  Mr. Gibbons was present and explained to the Board a modification needed to be done to lots 11, 12 & 13.  A deed description was placed on Lot 12 in the beginning of the process.  Three weeks prior to closing a new deed description was done on Lot 12 and the Title Company went with the first description but it’s easier to add land to a mortgage instead of take it away. Mr. Allen asked if it changed the lines of the subdivision.  Mr. Gibbons said no its interior changes, which add 6 feet to lots 11 & 13 and 11 feet to lot 12.  Mr. Allen made a motion to grant the modification of the approved subdivision plan.

Other business as appropriate:

1. Sign Mylar for Hilltop Land Development/Justin Gibbons.

Mrs. Rickett said she did receive clarification from the tax assessor who does verify that Conrad Crepeau had merged the lots at his campground before town wide zoning was enacted therefore he is eligible to expand his campground as is now a non-conforming grandfathered commercial lot.  Mrs. Rickett said the Town Attorney also said a windmill at the campground would not be considered commercial.

Next Planning Board meeting is scheduled for October 7, 2008.

Mr. Thompson a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:37 pm.  Mrs. Sweet seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
