Tuesday, July 1, 2008

Kevin Rogers called the meeting to order.  Also present was Kathy Sweet, Florence Mayberry, John Thompson, Code Enforcement Officer Boni Rickett and Secretary Barbara McDonough.

The first order of business was Final Approval of a major subdivision located on Walter Hill and Chaplin Mill Road and shown on Naples Tax Map R02, Lot 47 submitted by Justin Gibbon’s dba Hilltop Land Development.  Justin Gibbons owner of Hilltop Land Development was present.  Ron Keniston was also present and representing Hilltop Land Development.  Mr. Gibbons did receive final approval of the project on June 17, 2008 subject to a condition of approval that the phosphorus control buffers be more clearly delineated so as to be readily locatable on the ground.  The revised plan shows the phosphorus control buffers clearly by connecting the buffer boundaries with the cross hatching used to show the interior of the buffer areas.  A note had been added to the plan to indicate that metes and bounds descriptions of the buffers have been added to the deeds for the proposed lots. In order to receive final approval Mr. Gibbons explained to the Planning Board members he had 3 items from Rick Seeley’s memo that need to be submitted to the Planning Board. The items were as follows:

1. A revised letter from the applicant’s attorney concerning deed language to describe lot owner responsibilities with respect to buffers and bio-retention garden.  Mr. Gibbons provided the board with the attorney’s letter dated June 27th, 2008.  The new letter adds standard deed language clarifying the locations with in the lot of the buffers and bio-gardens with metes and bounds descriptions, as well as their protected-in-perpetuity status.
