BOARD OF SELECTPERSONS MEETING MINUTES
Christine Powers called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Also present were Dana Watson, Rick Paraschak, Bob Caron Sr., Karen Thompson and Town Manager Derik Goodine.

The first order of business was to approve minutes.  Mr. Caron made a motion to approve the minutes of January 28, 2008, February 6, 2008, February 11, 2008, March 31, 2008, May 5, 2008, June 4, 2007, and January 7, 2008.  Mrs. Thompson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Public Participation.   None

New Business

Review and award – Insurance Proposals

Mr. Goodine stated he had met and spoken with Phil Allen of Chalmers Insurance Agency and Marcus Ballou of MMA.  Mr. Goodine stated Chalmers proposals consist of a proposal from Masamount and Travelers Insurance and MMA submitted on for the MMA Risk Pool Insurance.  Mr. Ballou could not be present at the meeting tonight but indicated he could not compete with the Masamount proposal submitted by Chalmers.  Mr. Caron said he was very impressed with Masamount and Travelers (Chalmers) proposals as they were very thorough and included recreation and summer camp.  Mr. Caron stated he had several questions for Mr. Ballou and was not impressed with the fact Mr. Ballou never returned his phone call.  The bids came in as follows:  Travelers $35,981, MMA $33,227, Masamount $27,311.  Mr. Caron questioned the difference in the proposals between Travelers and Masamount and if the Board would the feel comfortable choosing a lower priced plan.  Mr. Goodine pointed out some various details in each proposal such as that MMA offers a deductible reimbursement for volunteers.  He also pointed out that the totals would be a little higher for the two Chalmers proposals because he bonds all of the employees that handle money.  He said the biggest difference between MMA and the other companies is the claim limit, MMA does not have a limit and the other company is 1 million and 3 million.  Mr. Paraschak said that MMA used to offer volunteer firefighter rider that protected them while volunteering as a firefighter, he feels this is extremely important.  Mr. Allen said that is classified as an accident policy.  The firefighter policy is available, but it was a last minute thing, but he would look into it.  Mr. Goodine said there is still some underwriting to be done.   Mr. Watson made a motion to choose coverage through Masamount at  $27,311 (give or take a few dollars).  Mr. Caron seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Time Warner Cable 

Mr. Goodine read a letter into record stating Time Warner Cable is no longer going to be a part of Time Warner Inc.  Public shareholders will own Time Warner Inc.  Time Warner will still provide the same quality service to its customers.  Mr. Goodine said he would prefer not to file a letter moving against the split as he thinks this will be a seamless transaction, and he doesn’t wish to sign the resolution consenting to the merger either, and he believes they will honor their agreement with the Town of Naples just like before.  Mr. Watson made a motion to take no action.  Mr. Paraschak seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Consent Items


Appointments – Mr. Goodine had appointments for Appeals Board members: Russell Lashua, Frank Kitchenka and Marcia Stuart.  All would be for 3 years.  Mrs. Thompson asked if they were new members or reappointments.  Mr. Goodine said they are second terms for all 3 members.  He also had an appointment for Boni Rickett, who would serve the Town as the Health Inspector, Code Enforcement Officer and the Plumbing Inspector, Building Inspector for a six-month probationary period.  Mrs. Thompson made a motion to approve the appointments.  Mr. Watson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.    


Pole Permit – Mr. Goodine had one CMP pole permit that needed to be signed.  The pole is located on Lambs Mill Road.  Mr. Paraschak said the pole met all set back and right away requirements.  Mr. Paraschak made a motion to sign the Pole Permit.  Mr. Caron seconded the motion.  All were in favor.


Cemetery Deed – Mr. Goodine has one Deed for the Board to sign.  Mr. Paraschak made a motion to sign the Cemetery Deed.  Mr. Watson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  


Correspondence – Mr. Goodine received and invitation to attend a meeting with the Cumberland County Sheriff Department.  The meeting is to address rumors that the Sheriffs Department would be cutting back on patrol.  Other town managers have been invited.  The meeting date is June 17th, 2008.  Mr. Goodine said he would be attending.

Other Business as Appropriate

Mr. Paraschak explained to the Board that the Fire Department would like to ask Marine Safety to borrow the Jet Ski.  He said some of the calls they receive are extremely hard to get to on the boat and the Jet Ski would be able to maneuver into the smaller areas.  He would like to have permission to leave it at the Fire Department on a trailer.  Mr. Caron asked if you could help someone if they were drowning.  Mr. Paraschak said not necessarily pulling them up on the Jet Ski but you could get to the victims and assess the situation.  Mr. Paraschak stated this would only be used for calls in Naples.  Mr. Goodine stated they should look into getting the Naples Fire Department their own Jet Ski for free through a program at one of the marinas..  Mr. Caron made a motion to allow Mr. Paraschak to ask Marine Safety to use the Jet Ski.  Mr. Watson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Mrs. Thompson made a motion to allow the Town Manager to reschedule employee’s hours.  Mr. Caron seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
