PLANNING BOARD

MINUTES

Tuesday, August 5, 2008

Jim Allen called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Also present were Kathy Sweet, Mark Clement, Florence Mayberry, Planner Rick Seeley, John Thompson, Code Enforcement Officer Boni Rickett and Secretary Barbara McDonough.

The first order of business was to review and approve the minutes of July 1, 2008.  Mrs. Mayberry made a motion to approve the minutes.  Mr. Thompson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

The next order of business was a request to remove a filter bed easement from the Songo Woods Subdivision Plan shown on Naples Tax Map U16 & 17, Lot 39 submitted by Bill Engels.  Mr. Engels had previously attending a Planning Board meeting and was told he would have to wait until the Code Enforcement Office could speak with the Town Attorney and get a legal opinion.  Mr. Allen read into a record from Town Attorney Geoff Hole stating the easement had never been recorded by the previous owners so in his opinion he saw no legal issue with granting the removal of the easement.  Mr. Allen made a motion to grant the removal of the filter bed easement.  Mr. Thompson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

The next order was an application for an Outdoor Entertainment Permit Application for property located on Bay Village Road and shown on Naples Tax Map U02, Lot 25 submitted by Bray’s Brew Pub & Eatery.  Mr. Bray was present and explained he would like to be granted a one time outdoor entertainment permit for the upcoming Saturday.  Mr. Allen read into record a letter from Mrs. Cribby stating she was against granting the permit.  The Board said since Mr. Bray only asks for one permit per year other than the Blues Festival they have no issues with granting the permit.  Mr. Allen made a motion to grant the Outdoor Entertainment Permit with the stipulation the outdoor entertainment will end at midnight.  Mrs. Mayberry seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

The next order of business was conceptual approval for Major Site Plan review for property located on Route 114 and shown on Naples Tax Map R05, Lots 22 submitted by Crepeau Investments.  Mr. Crepeau was present and explained he would like to expand his campground and possibly add a windmill to service the campground.  The windmill power generated would not be sold for profit it would only be used to service the campground.  Mr. Rogers explained that although the Board encourages growth Mr. Crepeau campground is located in the rural district, which does not allow for commercial expansion.  Mr. Crepeau stated he had merged the lots before the zoning was enacted thus he should be grandfathered.  Mrs. Rickett said the tax maps show the lots as 2 lots but she would follow up with the tax assessor.  Mr. Nash, abutter was present, he was concerned his lots would not be as desirable if Mr. Crepeau were allowed to do his expansion.  Mr. Thompson made a motion to table the item until Mrs. Rickett spoke with Tax Assessor in regards to when the lots were merged.   Mr. Allen seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

The next order of business was preliminary approval of a Major Subdivision for property   located on Campfire Drive- Brandy Pond and shown on Naples Tax Map, Lots 3 & 4 submitted by Ruhlin Family Trust.  Jim Ruhlin was present.  Mr. Jim Fisher was also present and representing Mr. Ruhlin.  Mr. Allen asked if there were any wetlands.  Mr. Fisher said there are no wetlands.  Mr. Allen stated he remembered this coming before the Board in 2005 but it was tabled.  He recalls there were no major issues with granting approval at that time.  Mr. Fisher went through Rick Seeley’s memo addressing each issue.  One of the questions was culverts size and street names. Both would be added to the plan and shown at the next meeting.  The next question was would lots have access to the beach.  The answer was yes.  Mr. Seeley asked about soil tests. Mr. Fisher said Cumberland County Soil & Water Conservation previously conducted soil tests and the results could be found in the file. All of the other questions raised by Mr. Seeley had been answered in 2005 and the documentation can be found in the file.  Mr. Fisher said the 2 houses on the shore would be preserved.  Mr. Fisher said there would be parking in the common area, a total of 12 parking spaces.  Mr. Allen said think about putting in some picnic tables.  Mr. Fisher said the docks would go back in for residents of the subdivision to use.  Mr. Fisher said he would provide an erosion control plan.  Mr. Fisher said the Fire Chief would be providing a letter to the secretary.  Mr. Ruhlin said he agreed to $1,000 per lot.    Mr. Fisher said flooding would not impact any of the lots and is not in the100-year flood plain.  Mr. Seeley asked that detail be added to the plan.  Mr. Allen suggested tabling the application until the following items are addressed:

1. Road name added to the plan

2. Show cross sections on plan

3. Add development envelope on the plans

4. Fire Chief review letter

5. 100 year flood plain added to the plan

6. Phosphorus calculations & drainage plan reviewed by Cumberland County Soil & Water Conservation.

Mr. Thompson made a motion to table the application until the above items were provided to the Board.  Mr. Rogers seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Mr. Thompson made a motion to appoint Jim Allen as Planning Board Chairman.  Mrs. Mayberry seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  

Mr. Allen made a motion to appoint Kevin Rogers a Vice Chairman.  Mr. Thompson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Mr. Thompson made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:48 pm.  Mr. Clement seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
