BOARD OF SELECTPERSONS MINUTES

Public Hearing on Brays Brew Pub and Eatery Special Amusement Permit


Rick Paraschak called the Public Hearing to order at 7:00 pm.  Mr. Goodine said there were no know infractions filled with the State Liquor Bureau or the Sheriffs Department.  Mr. Watson made a motion to adjourn the Public Hearing at 7:03 pm.  Mrs. Thompson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

SELECTPERSON AGENDA

Mr. Paraschak called the Board of Selectpersons meeting to order at 7:05 pm.  Also present were Karen Thompson, Christine Powers, Dana Watson, Bob Caron Sr., and Town Manager Derik Goodine.  

Mr. Watson made a motion to approve the Special Amusement Permit Application for Bray’s, with the condition outside entertainment must end by 9:00 pm.  Mrs. Thompson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Review and approve the minutes of  May 21, 2007; July 30, 2007;  August 27, 2007;  

September 10, 2007; April 21, 2008; May 12, 2008; May 19, 2008; May 27, 2008; June 2, 2008; June 16, 2008; June 30, 2008; and July 7, 2008  Mrs. Thompson made a motion to approve August 27, 2007, September 10, 2007, May 27, 2008, June 30, 2008 and July 7, 2008.  Mrs. Powers seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Public Participation – none    

New Business

A. Peabody Pond Spillway – Mr. Goodine said the spillway has been deteriorating and needs to be rebuilt.  Sebago is not requesting any locals money only a letter of support for seeking a grant.  Mr. Goodine and the Selectman support Sebago’s plans to rebuild the spillway.  Mr. Watson made a motion to support Sebago’s plan.  Mrs. Thompson seconded the motion. All were in favor.

B. Project Graduation – A member of the public audience representing Project Graduation asked that the Town of Naples sponsor them once again this year.  The private group needs to process its receipts and expenses through an official channel such as the Town.  Mr. Paraschak said the arrangement has worked well for the Town of Naples for the past four years, he saw no reason not to do this again this year.  Mr. Caron asked how much money is involved.  Project Graduation hoped to raise between $20,000 - $30,000. Mr. Watson made a motion to sponsor Project Graduation and to channel their funds through the Town.  Mrs. Thompson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
C. Post Office Lease – Mr. Goodine said several people have expressed an interest in purchasing the Post Office lease.  Recently Mr. Goodine had received a solid offer of $250,000 to purchase the building.  The Selectpersons said they have no interest in selling its lease or the building.

6.  Old Business
A. Causeway Bridge (Letter) – Mr. Paraschak read into record a letter he drafted to the MDOT.  The letter asked if the $11 million allocated for the swing bridge would carried over in 2010-2011 work plan and would that include reconstruction of causeway drainage and the lake wall be included in that plan?  The letter asked MDOT to please keep the Town of Naples, and its people informed of developments new or pending.  Mr. Caron made a motion to approve the letter.  Mr. Watson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
B.  Muddy River Moorings – Mr. Goodine said some progress had been made with the moorings in the Muddy River.  He said the Town’s work with the Association has cleared up some of the problems, which were unregistered moorings, too many moorings and wrong placement of the moorings.   The Association asked the Board to provide a list of moorings from the Harbor Master so that it could be confirmed on both sides.  Mr. Goodine said he would like to see a more precise record keeping of mooring locations, he suggested GPS’ing the locations.  He would also like to see the Associations decide who is assigned the moorings.  Mr. Paraschak stated the Harbor Master needs better coordination with the individuals involved.  Mr. Goodine said the Ordinance Review Committee would be working on moorings at their next meeting.

B. Air Conditioning and Fire Alarm Bids – Mr. Goodine said contracts for installing air conditioning & a fire alarm system should be awarded to New England Electric.  Mr. Caron abstained himself from any voting since he is the owner of the company and a member of the Selectboard.  New England Electric was the lowest bid coming in at $23,975, which includes the knox box.  Mr. Goodine said he has $23,000 to spend but Mr. Caron said he could probably work with that figure. Mr. Goodine said if funds were available, the Singer Community Center would also be done for a bid price of $7,500.  This money would come from the existing budget and/or donated funds.  Mrs. Thompson made a motion to approve the bid fire alarm and air conditioning at the Town Office.  Mr. Watson seconded the motion. Vote 3,0,1.  Mrs. Thompson made a motion to have Caron Electric install fire alarm system in Singer Center for a price of $7,900. Mr. Watson seconded the motion. Vote, 3,0,1.  
C. Appointments – Mrs. Thompson made a motion to sign the appointments for Bob Silcot, Animal Control Office, and Elwin Thorpe the alternate Local Plumbing Inspector.
D. MDOT URIP Forms – Mr. Goodine said he would now have to itemize how he is spending the funds.  Mrs. Thompson made a motion sign the forms.  Mr. Watson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
E. Cemetery Lot Conveyance – Mrs. Thompson made a motion to sign the Cemetery Lot Conveyance.
F. Electric Rate Contract – Mr. Goodine signed the contract on last Thursday for Fire Department and Recreation Field for 3 years.
G. Correspondence –  1. Mr. Goodine read a letter into record MDOT stating they begin work on the bridge on State Park Road, this should not impede thru traffic.  2.  Mr. Goodine read a letter into record from MDOT that will start their brush control program in July.  3.  MMA ballot for executive committee unchallenged ballot this year.  Mrs. Thompson made a motion to have Mr. Goodine fill out the ballot.  Mr. Watson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.   

Other Business as Appropriate – An application for an off premises function submitted by Lake Region Caterers for the Annual Wooden Boat show at Mooselanding Marina on August 1, 2008 between 6:30 – 8:00 pm.  Mr. Watson made a motion to sign the application. Mr. Caron seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
