SPECIAL MEETING OF BOARD OF SELECTPERSONS 

MINUTES

Public Hearing on Songo River Queen II Liquor License


Rick Paraschak called the meeting to order at 7:05 pm.  Also present were Karen Thompson, Bob  Caron Sr., and Town Manager Derik Goodine.  

The first order of business was approval of a Liquor License for the Songo River Queen II.  Mr. Goodine stated there were no infractions against their current license and no incident reports with local authorities were filed.  Mr. Paraschak asked if the same owners owned the business this year.  Mr. Goodine confirmed they were the same owners.  Mrs. Thompson made a motion to adjourn the Public Hearing.  Mr. Caron seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
SPECIAL MEETING OF BOARD OF SELECTPERSONS AGENDA

Mr. Paraschak called the Board of Selectpersons meeting to order.

The first order of business was to approve the Liquor License submitted by the Songo River Queen II.  Mrs. Thompson made a motion to approve the Liquor License.  Mr. Caron seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

The next order of business was to review and approved the minutes of  May 21, 2007;  July 30, 2007;  August 27, 2007; September 10, 2007; April 21, 2008; May 12, 2008; May 19, 2008; May 27, 2008; and June 2, 2008 and June 16, 2008, June 28, 2008.  Mr. Paraschak voiced his frustration with the minutes and suggested having them added as an agenda item for discussion with all Board members in order to get caught up.  Mr. Caron said he is ready to approve at least three sets that were previously submitted (above in red).  Mrs. Thompson said she had read and made corrections to all the sets sent to her, which she believes is four pending.  She said Barbara corrected them and sent them back to her, she felt they were ready to be approved.  Mr. Goodine said he has not had time to review the minutes.  The minutes were tabled.

Public Participation 

Mike, a member of the public audience asked the status of the bus service from Naples to Portland that was previously voted for in favor by straw poll ballot.   Mr. Goodine explained this is still in the early stages and at this point he really did not have any details.  He said he is meeting with David Willauer and hopes to have more information for the public soon. 

Mr. Paraschak stated he had received an email from a resident of Naples expressing their disappointment in this years firework display.  He asked Mr. Goodine to paraphrase why the display was so poor.  Mr. Goodine said the Town of Naples budgeted the same amount they do every year but private sector donations were down and the inflation rate of 20% for fireworks he agreed made a noticeable difference.  Mr. Paraschak asked if Causeway Patrol for the 4th of July came out of that budget.  Mr. Goodine said it did not; this was a separate budget item. Mr. Goodine said he would be more than happy to step down with the organizing and running of parade and fireworks and suggested businesses and the community donating money or time to make it a better show.

Correspondence – Mr. Goodine said there was only one quitclaim deed to sign for a taxpayer who had paid off their 2005-2006 taxes.  Mrs. Thompson made a motion to sign the quitclaim deed.  Mr. Caron seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Mr. Goodine received a letter from the Greater Bridgton Lakes Region Chamber thanking the Town of Naples and the Board of Selectpersons for making the Maine Blues Fest a successful event.  They hoped to meet soon and start working on plans for next year’s event.  

Mr. Goodine received a letter from Time Warner stating they plan on starting phase one of providing Naples and some neighboring towns with digital phone service.  

Mr. Goodine received a letter from Aaron Shapiro of CBDG that stated Naples would be eligible to apply for a program called HOME.  The program would provide between $500-$7000 to our community for affordable housing.  The program should go into affect July of 2009.  

Other Business as Appropriate – Mr. Paraschak and the other members of the Selectboard expressed their deepest sympathy and concern for the Town of Gray’s residents and Fire & Rescue Department. He encouraged the Town of Gray to contact our community if we can help in any way.  

Payroll and Payables were signed.

Mrs. Thompson made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:30 pm.  Mr. Caron seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
