Skip Meeker called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm. Also present were Russell Lashua, John Flaherty, and Town Secretary Kate Matthews.

New business:

An application for a lot setback reduction for property located at 65 Melody Lane found on Naples Tax Map U28, Lot 95 submitted by Thomas Mason.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Property owners Thomas and Nancy Mason were present to address the board. Their request was to reduce their setback reduction on the north-western side yard. Ms. Matthews received a letter from an abutter voicing concerns over some work that was done back in 2012,  stating Mr. Mason had filled a portion of their property with gravel and blue stone without their consent. They were concerned that something similar may happen if the setback reduction was approved. The board acknowledged the neighbors concern, but the issue was a civil matter in which the Town had no jurisdiction over. Fortunately the abutters that were concerned happen to be on the opposite side of the lot, so the setback reduction should have no impact on their property. A couple of the board members checked the site in person, and agreed that the setback reduction would be necessary. John Flaherty motioned to approve the 10 foot setback reduction on the north-western side yard for the proposed garage. Russell Lashua seconded the motion. All were in favor.

As there was no other business, Russell Lashua made a motion to adjourn at 7:20 pm. Meeting adjourned.
