Skip Meeker called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm. Also present were Russell Lashua, John Flaherty, Gerry Maduzia, Code Enforcement Officer Renee Carter and Town Secretary Kate Matthews.

Mr. Flaherty made a motion to approve the minutes for August 26, 2014 as written. Three members were in favor with one member abstaining. The motion passed. 

New business:

1.) An application for a lot setback reduction for property located at 69 Trickey Pond Road found on Naples Tax Map U31, Lot 27 submitted by Greg Stuart.

Mr. Meeker asked if there was any discussion to be had. No one had anything to bring up, so John Flaherty motioned to grant the 6 foot setback on the westerly side of the property for the future addition of a mud room.

2.) An application for a lot setback reduction for property located at 427 State Park Road, found on Tax Map R07, Lot 44 submitted by Stephen LaPointe.

After reviewing the layout of the property and the proposed setback reduction Russell Lashua made a motion to approve a 11 foot setback on the northern side of the property, once a surveyor has been to the property and staked out the 11’ line from the abutter with two marked points. Gerry Maduzia seconded the motion. All were in favor.

3.) An application for a lot setback reduction for property located at 65 Melody Lane found on Naples Tax Map U28, Lot 95 submitted by Thomas Mason.

Mr. Mason was present and explained that the setback would be for his Mobile Home, which was already built on the property. He did not know that it didn’t reach the setback requirements at the time it was built, so he came before the board after the fact. Mr. Flaherty made a motion to grant the 10 foot setback on the north-westerly side of the property for the mobile home that was currently on the lot. Russell Lashua seconded the motion. The board was in favor.
